ORDINANCE NO. 2008-002
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS, CANVASSING THE RETURNS AND DECLARING THE RESULTS OF THE TOWN GENERAL ELECTION HELD ON MAY 12, 2007 FOR MAYOR AND TWO MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN, AND ON THE PROPOSITION OF WHETHER TO REAUTHORIZE AND ADOPT AN ADDITIONAL SALES AND USE TAX OF ONE-FOURTH OF ONE PERCENT TO PERFORM MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR WORK ON MUNICIPAL STREETS OF THE TOWN; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas called an election to be held in the Town on May 12, 2007, to elect a Mayor and two members of the Board of Aldermen, each to serve a term of two (2) years; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas called an election to be held in the Town on May 12, 2007, to determine whether the Town should re-authorize and re-adopt an additional sales and use tax increase of one-fourth of one percent (1/4%) to perform maintenance and repair work on municipal streets of the Town; and


WHEREAS, immediately after said election the Presiding Judge and other officials holding said election made the returns of the results thereof to the Town as set forth herein, and said returns being made according to law, and duly authenticated, being shown that written notice of said election was posted for the time and manner provided by law, and all other proceedings pertaining to said election have been shown to have been done and performed at and within the manner provided by law, and all papers pertaining thereto having been returned and filed with the Town and no protest or objection being made to or regarding any manner pertaining to said election; Now, Therefore

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.
That after examining said returns and opening and canvassing the votes of said election that the results of said election are as follows:

SECTION 2.
That said election was duly called, that notice of said election was given in accordance with law, and that said election was held in accordance with law, and that Todd Hutton was duly elected mayor and that Larry Farthing and Carla Milligan were elected members of the Board of Aldermen.  The above named persons are hereby declared duly elected to those respective offices, subject to the taking of their oaths as provided by the laws of the State of Texas.  


SECTION 3.
That this Canvass and Declaration of Results of said election be entered in the minutes of the Town Council and that said officers, after being qualified and having taken the oath, shall serve during the term commencing May, 2007 and thereafter until a successor is duly elected and qualified.


SECTION 4.
That the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas, hereby finds and determines that on May 12, 2007, a general election was held within the Town in accordance with the requirements of law whereby the voters of the Town were asked to vote “for” or “against” the following proposition: “The adoption of an additional sales and use tax within the town at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to perform maintenance and repair work on municipal streets of the Town.” Following tabulation and canvassing of the votes cast in favor of and against the aforesaid proposition, the Board finds and determines that the total number of votes cast for the proposition was 94 and the number of votes cast against the proposition was 50. Therefore, the number of votes by which the proposition was approved was 94, or sixty-five percent (65%).
SECTION 5.
That the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas, hereby adopts and imposes an additional sales and use tax of one-fourth of one percent on the sales of all taxable goods and services to perform maintenance and repair work on municipal streets of the Town, which tax shall be and is hereby effective immediately from and after the effective date of this ordinance as the law in such cases provides.

SECTION 6.
The Town Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to send to the Comptroller of the State of Texas by United States certified or registered mail a certified copy of this ordinance along with a map of the Town of Talty clearly showing its boundaries.


SECTION 7.
It is further found and determined that in accordance with the order of this governing body, the Town Secretary posted written notice of the date, place and subject of this meeting on the bulletin board located in the Town Hall, a place convenient and readily accessible to the general public, and said notice having been so posted and remaining posted continuously for at least 72 hours preceding the scheduled time of said meeting.

SECTION 8.
That should any part, section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase contained in this ordinance be held to be unconstitutional, invalid or unenforceable, such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance, but in all respects said remaining portion shall be and remain in full force and effect.
