I. Call to Order and Announce Quorum
The Board of Aldermen met in regular session on January 10, 2006.  Mayor Earl Carter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Trinity Family Church in Talty, Texas, and announced a quorum.  Present were Donna Avery, Mayor Pro Tem Brad Davis, Mark Graybill, and Carla Milligan representing the Board of Aldermen.  Todd Hutton arrived late at 8:12 p.m. The following also attended:  Officer Jason West, Assistant City Secretary Sherry Bagby, and Connie Goodwin, Town Administrator.
II. Minutes from the December 13, 2005 meeting were read by Carla Milligan.  The minutes were amended and approved as follows: change “no action taken” to “no action was needed”; Change Mark Graybill’s name to Carla Milligan who stated that our CPA, Gary Murray, charges $100.00 an hour. On the “discussion and consideration of zoning issues by classification” motion needs to state “no action was needed.”  Carla Milligan stated that the Town office needs to get board approval before purchasing high priced items.
III.            Action Items:

c. Consideration of Resolution 2006-001 for two check signatures.
Resolution was amended and approved to have three signatures on the account at Wells Fargo Bank, and two signatures must sign every check, regardless of the amount.  The signatures are: Mayor, Mayor Pro Temp, and the Town Administrator as signatures.

Attorney Berman stated that Wells Fargo Bank needs to set up our account as a government account to secure the town’s funds, not as a business account.  This needs to be done immediately.

IV. Consideration of sending three members of the Planning & Zoning board to attend a two day seminar of Council of Governments held in Arlington, Texas on January 26 and 27, 2006, for $260 per person.  Allison Weaver, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Board, read the description of the seminar.  Ms. Weaver stated that Don Wilson, Stephen Bolton and Frank Garrison would attend the seminar.  She was not going to attend because she had previously attended.  The three attending would not be requesting reimbursement of meals, gas, or other expenses.   This amount is over the budget, but Mr. Goodwin stated that it was well worth it.
Motion:  To send three members of the Planning & Zoning Board to seminar on January 26, and 27, 2006 for a total cost of $780.00.

VI. Consideration of increasing the secretary’s position from $8.00 to $10.00 per hour, beginning January 3, 2006. The position has always paid $10.00 an hour and the assistant to the secretary was being paid only $8.00 as a replacement.  Sherry Bagby has now been filling the position of City Secretary since December, 2005, and not as an assistant since Susan O’Brien has been out sick.

Secretary for $10.00 per hour, effective January, 2006.

VII. Consideration of Susan O’Brien’s request to increase the City Secretary’s position to five additional hours a week, for a total of 25 hours, beginning January 3, 2006.  This position is filled as a part-time position from 8:00 a.m. – 12:00 noon, Monday through Friday.  The flexibility of an additional five hours a week, on “an as needed basis” only and not required or mandatory in any way.

VIII. Susan O’Brien gave her resignation in a letter to the Board of Aldermen, passed out by Donna Avery.

IX. New Development.

a. Connie Goodwin discussed various possible commercial developments for the Town of Talty to consider. Mr.Goodwin suggested that the board consider classifying developments into categories.  A handout was given to members.

b. Mr. Goodwin stated that certified mail was sent out to homeowners regarding rezoning the 14.7 acres of the Almo Plaza development.  The Planning & Zoning Board will meet on January 23, 2006 to discuss.

c. Mark Graybill stated that the Town of Talty has a nine month window to remove the spray field.  The date they are in default needs to be identified so that fines owed to the Town of Talty are calculated.

d. Allison Weaver requested Connie Goodwin to have the engineers review the plat.  Ms. Weaver requested a copy of the application.  The public notice must be posted 10 days prior.

e. Attorney Berman stated that a land use plan or “comprehensive” plan needs to be done immediately.  At this time the Town of Talty does not have a comprehensive plan.  

f. Mark Graybill stated that Dr. Briggs, a professor from UTA, along with his graduate students, could possible assist the town of Talty, which would be less expensive, to create a plan.  Mr. Graybill suggested a summer workshop for the Planning & Zoning with Dr. Briggs of UTA, to create a plan.

g. Attorney Berman suggested that the board talk to homeowners to see if they wanted to be annexed into the town of Talty.  The advantages are code enforcements, police and fire services, and no ad valorem taxes.  Berman stated that the ETJ expands ½ mile around the town.  You must ask permission by the landowner if they want to be annexed to expand our ETJ. Crandall contacted Talty to go in with them to get the land between Crandall and Talty to prevent Mesquite from extending east.  We can only annex and extend our ETJ by vote. Attorney Berman stated that the Planning & Zoning Board needs to review and evaluate existing zoning.  

h. The Exxon car wash was discussed.  The water is being recycled, and not going into our water system.  Mr. Goodwin is waiting on an engineer’s report.  Exxon is operating the car wash under the State regulations, not the code enforcement of Talty.

Council went into closed Executive Session to discuss properties located in the ETJ at approximately 8:45 p.m.  No action was taken.  The closed session adjourned at 9:40 p.m. to reconvene into regular session.
