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AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS, ABOLISHING THE
OFFICE OF TOWN MARSHAL; PROVIDING FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF
THE POLICE DEPARTMENT OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS AND THE
CREATION OF THE OFFICE OF CHIEF OF POLICE; PROVIDING A
REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND,
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS the Town Council of the Town of Talty, Texas finds and determines that it
is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Town of Talty, Texas,
that the office of town marshal be abolished and replaced with a police department to be operated
under the auspices of a chief of police;

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF TALTY,
TEXAS:

SECTION 1. That the office of Town Marshal be and the same is hereby abolished,
effected as of the effective date hercof.

SECTION 2. That the Police Department of the Town of Talty. to be known as the
“Talty Police Department.” is hereby created. The position of Chicf of Police of the Talty Police
Department is hereby created. The duties of the former office of Town Marshal are hereby
conferred on the Chief of Police who shall also perform such other duties as may be assigned to
him from time to time by the Town Council. The Chief of Police shall be a duly sworn and
certified peace officer of the State of Texas. The Chief of Police and alf police officers of the
Talty Police Department shall have the powers, rights. duties, and jurisdiction granted to and
imposed on peace officers by the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure and the laws of the State of
Texas. The Chief of Police shall receive compensation as may be fixed by the Town Council
The Chief of Police shall serve at the pleasure of the Town Council. The Chicf of Police may be
removed from office at any time by the Town Council. The Chief of Police shall execute a bond

conditioned that he will faithfully perform the duties of office.





[image: image2.png]SECTION 4. That the Chief of Police may appoint such police officers as he may deem
necessary and appropriate, subject o approval by the Town Council. All police officers shall be
duly sworn and certified peace officers of the State of Texas and shall have the powers, rights,
duties, and jurisdiction granted to and imposed on peace officers by the Texas Code of Criminal

Procedure and the laws of the State of Tex:

Police officers may serve all process issucd by the
municipal court of the Town of Talty.

SECTION 5. That all ordinances of the Town of Talty in conflict with the provisions of
this Ordinance be and the same are hereby repealed and all other ordinances of the Town of
“Talty not in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect

SECTION 6. That should any sentence, paragraph, subdivision, clause. phrase or section
of this Ordinance be adjudged or held to be unconstitutional. llegal or invalid, the same shall not
affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision hereof other than the part so
decided to be invalid, illegal or unconstitutional, and shall not affect the validity of the remainder of
this Ordinance or any other provisions of the Ordinances of the Town as a whole.

SECTION 7. That this ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage
and the publication of the caption as the law in such cases provide.
