ORDINANCE NO.  2011-002
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS, CALLING FOR AN ELECTION TO BE HELD ON MAY 14, 2011, FOR THE PURPOSE OF CREATING THE TALTY MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT COMPRISING THE TOWN AND ITS EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION AND THE IMPOSITION OF A SALES AND USE TAX AT THE RATE OF ONE-HALF OF ONE PERCENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS BENEFICIAL TO THE DISTRICT; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLICATION AND POSTING OF NOTICE; PROVIDING FOR EARLY VOTING; PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF ELECTION ADMINISTRATORS AND JUDGES; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas, herein orders an election to be held on May 14, 2011 to create the Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 (“District”) and to authorize an additional sales and use tax at the rate of one-half of one percent to fund projects beneficial to the District in accordance with Chapter 377 of the Local Government Code; Now, Therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.
That an election is hereby ordered to be held on Saturday, May 14, 2011, for the purpose of voting on the creation of a Municipal Development District to be named the “Talty Municipal Development District No. 1,” whose boundaries shall be that of the Town and its extraterritorial jurisdiction, as those boundaries may now exist or may hereafter be extended.  The District boundaries shall conform automatically to any changes in the boundaries of the Town and the extraterritorial jurisdiction of the Town. All qualified voters of the Town and the Town’s extraterritorial jurisdiction shall be permitted to vote at said election.  This election shall be held and conducted in accordance with the provisions of the Texas Election Code.

SECTION 2.
That the creation of the Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 and the adoption of an additional sales and use tax of one-half of one percent shall be submitted to the Town’s qualified voters and the qualified voters residing in the Town’s extraterritorial jurisdiction for their approval or disapproval at an election to be held concurrently with the regular Town election for Mayor and Town Aldermen on Saturday, May 14, 2011. If a majority of the qualified voters shall vote in favor of such District and sales and use tax, the Board shall adopt an ordinance or resolution which shall, at the time fixed therein, become effective as law. 
SECTION 3.
That the District, if created, shall be governed by five (5) members, entitled “Directors”, who shall be appointed by the Board of Aldermen of the Town, shall serve two-year staggered terms, and shall receive no compensation for serving as a Director other than to receive reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses. Directors shall be a resident of the Town or its extraterritorial jurisdiction and must be a qualified voter of Kaufman County.  Directors may be removed at any time without cause upon majority vote of the Board. 
SECTION 4.
That the ballot for the election for the creation of the District and the additional sales and use tax shall be prepared in a manner that the voters may vote “for” or “against” the following proposition: “Authorizing the creation of the Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 and the imposition of a sales and use tax at the rate of one-half of one percent for the purpose of financing development projects beneficial to the district.”

SECTION 5.
That notice of the election shall be posted on the bulletin board used to publish notice of the Town Board meetings and be published in a newspaper of general circulation published in the area comprising the Town and its extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Said notice must be published at least once, not earlier than the 30th day or later than the 10th day before Election Day.  A copy of the published notice that contains the name of the newspaper and the date of publication shall be retained as a record of such notice, and the person posting the notice shall make a record of the time of posting, starting date, and the place of posting, which shall be the bulletin board used to post notice of Board meetings.


SECTION 6.
The polls shall be open from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on Election Day.  The main polling place for the election shall be: Talty Baptist Church, 5210 N. FM 148, Crandall Texas.  Early voting shall be held at the Kaufman County Sub-Courthouse, 200 E. Main Street, Forney Texas, from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Tuesday, including Saturday, beginning May 2, 2011 through May 10, 2011. The use of Paper Ballots may be used for voting at the foregoing election polling place.


SECTION 7.
The Judge and the Clerks of the elections shall be ____________, _____________ and _____________.  These election officers are also appointed as the early voting ballot board for processing early voting ballots.  The early voting clerk shall be the election officers appointed by Dick Murphy.
SECTION 8.
The Town Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to publish and/or post, in the time and manner prescribed by law, all notices required to be so published and/or posted in connection with the conduct of the election.

SECTION 9.
Should any part, section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase contained in this ordinance be held to be unconstitutional or of no force and effect, such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance, but in all respects said remaining portion shall be and remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 10.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and the publication of the caption as the law in such cases provides.
