ORDINANCE NO.  2011-003
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS, AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2011-002, CALLING FOR A SPECIAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON MAY 14, 2011, FOR THE PURPOSE OF CREATING THE TALTY MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT NO. 1, TO REVISE THE PROPOSED SALES AND USE TAX RATE FROM ONE-HALF OF ONE PERCENT TO ONE-FOURTH OF ONE PERCENT; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas, has adopted an Ordinance (Ord. No. 2011-002) calling for a special election on May 14, 2011, to submit to the voters of the Town the proposition of whether to create the Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 (“District”) and to authorize an additional sales and use tax at the rate of one-half of one percent to fund projects beneficial to the District; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen desire to maintain and continue the called special election on that issue, but to change the sales and use tax rate from one-half of one percent to one-fourth of one percent, and to accomplish this, does hereby amend Ordinance No. 2011-002 only to amend the proposed sales and use tax rate, without amendment, repeal or change to any other part or provision of Ordinance No. 2011-002. Now, Therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF TALTY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.
That Ordinance No. 2011-002, heretofore adopted by the Board of Aldermen of the Town of Talty, Texas, be and is hereby amended to change all references in said Ordinance to the proposed imposition of sales and use tax for the proposed Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 from one-half of one percent to one-fourth of one percent.  No other part or provision of Ordinance No. 2011-002 is changed.


SECTION 2.
That the ballot for the election for the creation of the District and the additional sales and use tax shall be prepared in a manner that the voters may vote “for” or “against” the following proposition: “Authorizing the creation of the Talty Municipal Development District No. 1 and the imposition of a sales and use tax at the rate of one-fourth of one percent for the purpose of financing development projects beneficial to the district.”
SECTION 3.
Should any part, section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase contained in this ordinance be held to be unconstitutional or of no force and effect, such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance, but in all respects said remaining portion shall be and remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 4.
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and the publication of the caption as the law in such cases provides.
